The festival is intended to foster a lifelong love of singing for young Tenors and Basses, from grades 8-12, and to provide an opportunity to experience singing with a collegiate men’s choir. 

The Pennsylvania State University Glee Club, a sixty-voice Tenor/Bass choir, comprises students from all colleges across the University Park campus.  Recent highlights include appearing at the 2019 NAfME Eastern Division Conference, performing at the Lincoln Center, New York, in 2018, and touring Iceland in 2016.

Parking:

The closest parking for cars and minivans will be the Nittany Lion Inn parking deck, 200 West Park Avenue, State College, PA 16803. Limited spaces might be available for vans and cars in the School of Music parking lot, where there is no charge for parking on a Saturday. In case of an emergency, the chaperone(s) accompanying your student(s) will contact you at the emergency contact on the application form.

Accompanying teachers or chaperones are responsible for the supervision of students at all times.

University Rules:

Students are expected to stay in the designated spaces on campus at all times.

· The inappropriate use of cameras, imaging, and digital devices is prohibited including use of such devices in showers, restrooms, or other areas where privacy is expected by participants.
